UCSBGlobal e-Form Statuses, Explained

So you've submitted an e-Form in UCSBGlobal — now what? You
can view the status of your e-Form in UCSBGlobal to track its
progress. Here is what those statuses mean.

Incomplete/Draft - your e-Form has not been submitted yet

Pending - your e-Form has been submitted and is awaiting OISS
review

Routed to Third Party - your e-Form is not ready for OISS to review
it yet because the e-Form is awaiting a confirmation from a third
party (financial sponsor, academic advisor, etc.). Check in with your
third party to move the process along.

Approved - your e-Form is approved and you may have received a
confirmation email at your UCSB email address

Denied - your e-Form was not accepted and an OISS advisor has
sent you an email explaining why

Social Security Issues with
Electronic DS-2019s

On April 27, 2023, the Department of
State’s Bureau of Educational and
Cultural Affairs (ECA) implemented a
regulatory change permitting digital
signatures and electronic transmission
of the Form DS-20109.

Following this regulatory change, some
exchange visitors experienced
difficulties with the Social Security
Administration (SSA) denying Social
Security Number (SSN) applications
with digitally signed Forms DS-2019.

SSA recently issued an Emergency
Message (EM) to all its offices and
technicians instructing Social Security
field offices to accept digital signatures
on Forms DS-2019 as part of
exchange visitors’ SSN applications.

If J-1 students or scholars have issues
with the SSA accepting digitally signed
DS-2019s, please refer to the EM
linked above.

New Employment Policy

The Office of International Students and Scholars (OISS)
will be implementing a new employment policy for
international students, effective starting September 28,
2023.

Starting this Fall, international students may work 20 hours
on campus and 20 hours off campus when school is in
session. For example, F-1 international students may work
on campus for 20 hours per week and do CPT for 20 hours
per week during the Fall, Winter, and Spring quarters.

International students may:

« work 20 hours on campus when school is in session

« work 20 hours off campus (CPT or Pre-Completion
Academic Training) when school is in session

« work 20 hours on and 20 hours off campus when
school is in session

« work over 20 hours on campus when school is not in
session (during break periods)

« work over 20 hours off campus (CPT or Pre-
Completion Academic Training) when school is not in
session (during break periods)

International students may not:
« work over 20 hours on campus when school is in
session
« work over 20 hours off campus (CPT or Pre-
Completion Academic Training) when school is in
session

Advising_page for your exact advisor assignment. You may contact
Cristina or Madison directly via email or schedule appointments
with them. OISS advisors work as a team, so some of your e-forms
or requests may be processed by other advisors.

There will be no breaks in service, so your previously submitted or
new requests will be processed either by Trevor or another staff
member once he has departed. All of our advisors add notes to
students’ records for complex situations, so your new advisor will
be able to read through these notes to become familiar with your
situation, if needed. It might take our team longer than normal to
process requests during this transition so we appreciate your
patience.
